It draws visitors from all over the 

world. Visiting the Iguazu falls, is truly an 

amazing experience. 

Day 6: IGUAZU FALLS Today is a full day at 

leisure, to enjoy the sounds of the  deafening roar 

of water slopping over the lip of the 90-meter 

GARGANTA DEL DIABLO (The Devilôs Throat) 

and the sight of the massive quantities of white 

froth that defy gravity before hurtling down into 

a distant spray that assaults your sensory system. 

One loses all sense of perspective as you gaze at 

the beauty of Mother Nature. It is all larger than 

life. Some may choose to spend the day at the 

world renowned Spa in your hotel over looking 

all this scenery. Dinner and overnight at your 

luxurious hotel. 

Day 7:   RIO DE JANEIRO Today you fly to 

Rio.  Upon arrival you will be met at the airport 

by an English speaking guide who will welcome 

you to the city, transfer you to your hotel, and be 

there to assist you with any questions you 

have.  Your hotel is located on Ipanema beach, 

the best place in Rio de Janeiro to be based for 

seeing what the city has to offer.  The beachfront 

is one of the most beautiful in the world, and the 

area is both a great place to spend time on the 

beach and to stroll through the streets.

Day 8:    RIO DE JANEIRO: CORCOVADO 

MOUNTAIN/SANTA TERESA  your first full 

day in Rio starts with a visit to the top of the 

Corcovado Mountain to the Cristo Redentor 

statue, where you can take in the view out over 

all of Rio.... it has to be one of the best views in 

the world.  Afterwards, you'll do a drive through 

the historic Santa Teresa neighborhood, filled 

with mansions dating from the late 19th and early 

20th centuries, and get a chance to see Rio's 

bustling downtown.  Sugar Loaf Without doubt, 

the most dramatic introduction to Rio is by sea, 

as Sugar Loaf Mountain comes into view for the 

many calling. Once arrived at Sugar Loaf, the 

887-foot belvedere is the only site for viewing 

the whole of Copacabana beach. Because the best 

time to visit Sugar Loaf is late afternoon or early 

evening. The summit is reached by a two-step 

cable car. The first stage arrives at the Morro da 

Urca, at 550 feet, which has a restaurant, 

amphitheatre, and a good view of the Botafogo 

Bay and the Yacht Club. Stage two proceeds to 

Sugar Loaf itself, named for resemblance to 

loaves of sugar used by the Portuguese shortly 

after discovery. 

Day 9: RIO DE JANEIRO Today is a full day 

at leisure for personal shopping and maybe you 

might want to adventure on the most attractive 

beaches in the world. A traditional, farewell 

Brazilian BBQ dinner, at a local restaurant. 

Day 10:    DEPART FOR HOME Today you 

will be transferred to the airport for your flight 

home.
